| also see that Nick Clegg leader of the
Liberal Democrats, in his recent confer-
ence speech, said that his Party’s focus
was on spending money on things that
really matter, and he wants to see ‘people
-shaped’ services.

David Cameron’s speech at the Conser-
vative conference was very ‘community’
focused. Other comments he has made
include "... | just believe that there is so

.. The voluntary sector is so much more
healthy and vibrant and more able than
many politicians give it credit for...” (Press
Release Chance UK Oct 16" 2009).

So the infrastructural and strategic volun-
tary organisations should perhaps be
asking each of the political parties: How
do you intend to make ‘stronger commu-
nities’? How will you help the voluntary
sector do ‘so much more’? How do you
intend to make use the voluntary sector in
a ‘much more aggressive way’?

We will see who pledges to do most for
the sector?

| also think that we should be shouting
about the economic value of our sector
(see page 13) and showing
the public and private sec-
tors that we are a valuable
partner and have an impor-
tant role to play.

Forum re-opened The Crossing in February 2009,
to offer a free, friendly and flexible environment
where adults living in Lowestoft and surrounding
areas can come to improve their life skills and em-
ployment opportunities. Since opening, the centre
has gone from strength to strength. We originally
opened 3 days per week, but due to demand, have
now increased this to 4 days per week.

Between February and September 2009 we have

worked with 335 people:

87 people have accessed 535 sessions of basic IT
and Internet training

531 sessions of one to one Job search support
has been given to 192 people

146 CV’s have been created

964 sessions of facilitated personal IT use have
been undertaken.

Bungay Castle Trust

Bungay Castle Trust has been assisted
with a grant of £53,000 from Suffolk Envi-
ronmental Trust, to purchase and develop
a piece of land adjoining the Castle Bailey.
The site, a steep hilly slope formerly part of
mediaeval defensive earth-works, will be
designed with a footpath to connect the
Castle with the recreational and picnic site
on the Castle Hills. In this way all the scat-
tered Castle boundaries will be linked in a
circular walk, and heritage information
boards will interpret the area for the benefit
of educational groups and tourists.

Benches situated at the crest of the slope
will permit superb views over the surround-
ing river marshes which were also integral
in providing a well- defended power base
for the belligerent Bigod family who built
the 12" century Castle.

| groups. The survey was in two forms — online and

printed. The source of contact details was WCF’s
membership database.
The survey had a lot of questions, and could
I take a good half an hour to complete. So a huge
| thank you to the over 100 organisations who re-
I sponded.
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The Economy

Volunteer activity in Waveney equates to
around £7.7m a year (hours multiplied by
minimum wage).

Total income to organisations recorded by re-
spondents was nearly £7m

Not all of our respondents completed fully this
part of the questionnaire, but it’s acceptable
to make an assumption that the total income
across Waveney would be in the region of
£20+ million.

Of those who had employees, the number of full
time employees totalled 144, and the number of
part-time (less than 30 hours) was 154, making a
fraction less than 300 paid employees. This sug-
gests around a 1000 people are employed within
the community sector.

By any standards that’s a reasonable chunk of
economic activity. And it’s very effective...

Numbers Benefiting

Respondents reported that at least 21 thousand
people are benefiting from the activities voluntary
and community organisations in Waveney and the
surrounding area (the population of Waveney is
usually given as around the 115,000). Given that
the survey was responded to by less than a third
of the community and voluntary organisations in
Waveney, the report further suggests over half
the population is in some way touched by a
community group of one sort or another.

38% reported an increase in demand on their ser-
vices, with 20% of those putting this down to the
recession or as it was still known then ‘The Credit
Crunch’.

Most organisations needed more income,
more resources, and more volunteers.

The full report runs to 45 pages, and is a cracking
good read, (though | would say that). It's available
from our website or from Waveney Community
Forum.

Vetting and Barring Scheme (VBS)
Update & Guidance available

The VBS have released the official Guidance in relation to the introduction of the initial phase of the
Vetting & Barring Scheme (VBS).

The guidance is available from www.isa-gov.org

The three key changes from 12 October 2009 for employers and employees (including manag-
ers of, and volunteers in, unpaid work) were:

For employers: you must not knowingly employ in regulated activity, or use as a volunteer, a barred
person and if you dismiss or cease using a person in regulated activity (or in controlled activity) be-
cause you think they harmed or pose a risk of harm to children or vulnerable adults, you must refer
the case to the ISA (see ISA referrals guidance, below);

For employees: if you are barred from regulated activity, you must not work, or seek to work, in that
activity.

Guidance documents about the new duty from 12 October for employers and others to make referrals
to the Independent Safeguarding Authority (ISA), and about the ISA Decision Making Process, are
available on the ISA website:

The attached Guidance covering the first aspects of the Scheme will be followed at a later date by
guidance on other changes which will take place.

Three key changes which will happen are:

July 2010 - new entrants to work with vulnerable groups can register with the ISA;

November 2010 - new entrants must register with the ISA before starting work;

April 2011 - existing workers can start to ISA-register.
